Puhlic Transport
Buses are the main form of public transpont in New Zealand, with some arcas also offering trains, fermies 2nd trams.
Buses are the cheapest and most commaon form of public transpor available for wavelling between towns and ities.
Intercity and Naked Bus are the two main providers of this service, and fares start from around NZ § 10.
Phones and the Internet
Chances arc that you're arriving in New Zealand with 2 mobile phone, tablct or laptop or 2 mixture of all three. If vou'
rc looking ta stay cornected 10 the Internet and phone scrvices everywhere vou go, it's recommended that vou purchase 2
plan from one of New Zealand's main networks. Free WiFi hotspots are generally found in main cities only. Purchasing 2
plan from a network will allow vou to have access to a mix of data, calling and texting throughout vour trip.
